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Drawing on his recent experiences as a seniorialffad the International Atomic Energy
Agency, Ambassador Ali Sarwar Naqgvi will highlight the shortcomings of current
approaches to nuclear diplomacy using Iran, Inaiel Pakistan as case studies. In this
effort, he will address the limitations of the IABA shaping nuclear policy and will
suggest a more comprehensive approach to nuclplimdicy that takes into account
regional security contexts as well as the wideteardlack market.
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
